Pastor’s Corner:  
     In the 15th chapter of Luke, Jesus related the parable of the 
Prodigal Son.  The story illustrates the grace, love, and mercy of 
God toward us, his children. The Father’s response to his young 
son’s return and confession is in stark contrast to the attitude of 
the older brother who cannot understand why his father would 
celebrate and throw a party for his reprobate son when he has 
been obedient and loyal to the Father his whole life.  
     The Father had long been watching for the prodigal’s return, 
and when he saw him approaching the farm, soiled, ragged and 
starved, the Bible says he ran to him and embraced him. The 
Father celebrated the return of his son rather than punishing and 
condemning him. This illustrates God’s nature toward everyone 
who recognizes their need of Christ and wishes to return to the 
family of God. 1st John 1:9 tells us that if we confess our sins, God 
is willing to forgive us and restore us to our place in His family 
even though we certainly don’t deserve it. 
    That is my story. It’s your story too because we are taught that 
all have sinned and come short of the glory of God. It is only by 
God’s grace that we can be made right with God. When the 
Prodigal Son accepted that grace, all his past was forgotten, and 
he was restored as a full-fledged son of the Father with all the 
rights of his older brother. The older brother’s attitude did not 
dissuade the Father from showing the mercy and grace that is His 
nature. Thank God for His Amazing Grace!
