Pastor’s Corner:

There’s something strangely powerful about a scar. At first, it
tells a story of pain. An injury. A moment that shouldn’t have
happened. But over time, if we’re not careful, it starts telling a
different story. Not just “this hurt me,” but “this is who | am.”
And that’s where things go sideways.

Hebrews 12 warns us about a “root of bitterness.” Roots are
sneaky things. They grow in the dark. They don’t wave flags.
They quietly spread beneath the surface, drawing identity from
the wound.

Here’s the big idea. When bitterness takes root, it reshapes
our identity around the injury and pulls us away from sustaining
grace.

The wound becomes the lens. Every new situation is filtered
through it. Every disagreement feels familiar. Every slight feels
amplified. We start reacting not to what is happening now, but
to what happened then. And slowly, almost imperceptibly,
grace fades from view. Not because grace disappeared or
because Christ stepped back. But because the injury has taken
center stage.

The gospel offers something better. You are not what was
done to you. You are not the betrayal, the rejection, the harsh
words, or the disappointment. You are who grace declares you
to be.

Bitterness anchors you to the moment of pain. Grace anchors
you to Christ. Only one of those is unshakeable.

This week, pay attention to what is defining you. Is it the
wound, or is it grace? Because the one you behold will shape
who you become.
