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O ur plum, pear, apple, peach, apricot, and cherry trees are bursting into bloom. And right on cue, the mason bees are 

hatching! They live in a house of bamboo tubes in our garden. 

About the size of a huge fly, mason bees emerge after 8 months of 

entombment in segmented, mud-sealed nests. Theyôre stingless and 

docile, walking about on my hand with tickly feet. Perhaps their 

biggest claim to fame is the incredible way in which they pollinate.  

According to the website keepingbackyardbees.com, ñmason 

bees are excellent pollinators. This is mostly due to the lack of 

finesse that they demonstrate when it comes to landing on a flower. 

A honeybee will collect pollen on her body, mix it with saliva 

creating a paste, and push it down onto her pollen basket located on 

her legs. A mason bee on the other hand, is more of a messy pollen 

gatherer. She lands willy-nilly on a flower spreading pollen 

everywhere. The pollen sticks all over her body like Velcro and is 

more likely to be redistributed to another flower in need of 

fertilizationé Mason bees have a 95% pollination rate, where 

honeybees have a 5% pollination rate.ò 

No wonder these incredible little insects are so good for 

orchards, gardens, and berry bushes! I love having them around. Itôs 

interesting how mason bees are not overly careful in their pollen 

spreading. I want to be like that with the gospelðspreading it 

wherever I go without a crippling over-focus on my methods of 

doing so. I want to spread Jesusô love naturally and 

freely, not carefully and cautiously. Ecclesiastes 7:1 

says, ñDo good wherever you go. After a while, the 

good you do will come back to youò (ERV). 

Lord, make me like a mason bee, spreading the 

pollen of Your incredible love to a world in desperate 

need. May I never hold back!

                  Training Dogs and Children 
 

I  recently read about someone who has trained several dogs through the years. He is quite harsh. 

He yanks on the leash and is rough with his puppy. His new 

girlfriend got stressed about it and told him he should go to a dog 

training class to learn better methods. He said he doesnôt need to 

do that because he already knows how to train dogs and has done it 

for years. 

Right away I remembered a father saying that to train children 

the punishments should be so hard that the child will never disobey 

again. He raised his children like that for several years. He wasnôt 

open to suggestions by observers or relatives. Finally, he began to 

realize that there really were better methods. But his 

children had suffered a lot of harshness by then. 

There are good ways to teach puppies and children 

how to behave, and an excellent one is to reward good 

behavior rather than instilling fear and pain. 

Some people say, ñSpare the rod and spoil the childò thinking 

that the Bible promoted beating children with a rod and to not do 

so was spoiling them. But the shepherdôs rod wasnôt used for 

beating lambs. It was used to prevent them from falling down cliffs 

and getting stuck in thorny bushes or hurt by other animals. It was 

used to protect them.   

     Sometimes it is a challenge to find what works with a child. 

Instruction, encouragement, good example, kindness, and rewards 

work. Appropriate consequences are important too. Listening to 

the suggestions of other parents and relatives is a good way to get 

new perspectives and ideas. Pray for wisdom and self-

control. God gives us instruction and the Holy Spirit 

to help us. He loves, instructs, and guides us con-

stantly. He is a wonderful Father!

gram matches the studentôs earnings up 

to $1200, when those earnings are applied to the studentôs school 

account. The School Year Work-Match Program matches the 

studentôs earnings up to $200 per month throughout the school 

year. Off-campus work can also be matched, provided the 

documentation for the work is turned in at the church office. The 

submission deadline for work match funds is June 1. 

The deadline for all applications is June 1, 2025. It is 

important to turn in all applications for either student aid or work 

match funds by the June 1 deadline so there is no delay in 

receiving aid or work match funds. Late applications 

are at risk of not being reviewed until 

after school begins which could affect 

the amount of aid received.  

We encourage all eligible parents and/

or students to apply for the appropriate 

student aid and/or work match scholar-

ship programs.
